Support and Modernisation Fund (England and Wales)
The Government has announced that National voluntary sector bodies can bid for £550,000 through the Support and Modernisation fund.  The aim of the Fund is to provide practical support and advice to frontline voluntary, community, and social enterprise (VCSE) organisations that support Home Office objectives in preparation for the arrival of Police and Crime Commissioners in May 2012. 
Healthy Hearts Grants (UK) 

Heart Research UK Healthy Heart Grants support innovative projects designed to promote heart health and to prevent or reduce the risks of heart disease in specific groups or communities. Grants of up to £10,000 are available to community groups, voluntary organisations and researchers who are spreading the healthy heart message. 
New Fund for Innovative Actions Against Crime (England)
The Community Development Foundation has announced that it is now accepting applications through the Community Action Against Crime Innovation Fund.  Community Action Against Crime Innovation Fund aims to encourage effective partnerships to get everybody working together to tackle crime. It will be used to encourage voluntary and community groups to work with their community safety partnership to tackle local crime problems, including through co-design and co-delivery of initiatives to cut crime.  
Santander Social Enterprise Development Awards (UK)
Banking Groups, Santander has announced the launch of its Social Enterprise Awards.  Development Awards of up to £50,000 are available to support established Social Enterprises and Community Interest Companies looking to grow their business and improve their local community.  
Rowing Foundation Grants (UK)
The Rowing Foundation has announced that it is currently accepting applications to its grants programme.  The purpose of the Foundation is to promote the participation in rowing of young people (those under 18 or still in full time education) and the disabled of all ages. The Foundation gives grants of £500-£2,000 to help British rowing organisations and clubs whose requirements may be too small or who may be otherwise ineligible for an approach to the National Lottery or other similar sources of funds.  Grants are made to a variety of rowing clubs, centres and schools.  
The Triangle Trust 1949 Fund Opens for Applications (UK)
The Triangle Trust 1949 Fund is currently inviting applications from charity organisations to support projects that support; carers; community arts and education; disability; older people; poverty; integration and rehabilitation. 
Grants are normally in the range of £1,000 and £10,000. Successful projects will either maintain an open, inclusive society or promote integration (or reintegration) of individuals or groups into society. Preference will be given to smaller charities; charities which serve a locality or region of the UK, rather than national charities; and causes which find it more difficult to raise funds from the general public.  
Global School Partnerships Starter Grants (UK) 

Thousands more children in the UK and overseas could get involved in the government’s Global School Partnership Programme thanks to the starter grants that has been launched by the Government.

The Learning and Skills Improvement Service has announced that it is seeking application for a number of its grants programmes.  The Learning and Skills Improvement Service is the Further Education sector body that aims to accelerate the drive for excellence in the learning and skills sector, building the sector’s own capacity to design, commission and deliver improvement and strategic change. 
British Academy - Small Research Grants (UK)
The British Academy, the UK’s national body for the humanities and social sciences,  has announced that it is planning to issue a call for a further round of Small Research Grants in the autumn of 2011.  Under the Small Research Grants programme grants of up to £7,500 over two years are available to support primary research in the humanities and social sciences. Funds will be available to facilitate initial project planning and development; to support the direct costs of research; and to enable the advancement of research through workshops, or visits by or to partner scholars. 
The Wellcome Trust - Arts Awards (UK)
The Wellcome Trust is inviting organisations and individuals to apply for funding through its Arts Awards. The Arts Awards support projects that engage the public with biomedical science through the arts including dance, drama, performance arts, visual arts, music, film, craft, photography, creative writing or digital media.
